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Some of those lyrics of “Is You Is or Is You Ain't My Baby?” include:

Is you is or is you ain’t my baby

Well, the way you're acting lately, well, it makes me doubt

You were still my baby, baby

But it seems like my flame in your heart, well, it’s just gone out.
(Holley & Jordan, 1944)

Holley & Jordan’s lyrics go on searching for confirmation about whether
his baby is still his baby or whether she found somebody new. For sure,
doubts provoke a desire for confirmation.
