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Within the applied discipline of communication, there is a thread of
applied theory research called signal theory. Signal theory looks at
information from different sources that two individuals or organiza-
tions have available and then how they proceed.

A number of investigators of the signal theory realm have reported
their findings. One group of authors reviewed the available literature
to make an application assessment of the theory (Connelly, Certo, Ire-
land, & Reutzel, 2011). One interesting conclusion they had was for
theorists to apply signal theory in new ways so as to learn more about
the theory in action and its limits.
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
